	Summary of Proceedings/Discussions

[bookmark: 9]John Blatherwick called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm.

Kevin Baker moved to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion seconded by Jamie McDonell, was carried.  .

WCA reviewed the minutes of both the March 17th and April 17th meetings.  Jaime McDonell moved to accept the March minutes and Don Ford moved to accept April’s.  Kevin Baker seconded both motions.   


Business arising from minutes

· WCA’s spring radar survey has been delayed as the radar gun was unavailable;
· WCA needs additional volunteers for community’s origin/destination survey scheduled for June 22.  The survey will assist in determining suitable calming measures for streets in the neighbourhood.  The survey times are as follows:
· 7:00-10:00
· 11:30-13:30
· 15:30-18:00
· WCA members agreed that sewer and residual capacity issues will be dealt with in the fall.
· Barb O’Connor informed the WCA that the domain for WCA’s website has been renewed.

Committee Reports:

Treasurer’s Report
· Don Ford advised that the WCA made a $35.74 profit from the community picnic.  Barb O’Connor noted that Loblaws provided the food for Glabar Park’s picnic free of charge.  WCA to approach store regarding a donation of food for next year’s picnic;
· Current balance in WCA account is $1,098.58.  
· Federation of Citizen’s Association (FCA) has yet to cash the WCA’s cheque of $30.00;
· Barb and Dave O’Connor purchased the materials and made the sandwich boards for the association.  Barb indicated that she and Dave wanted to donate part of the supplies.  Kevin Baker moved to approve the reimbursement for the remaining materials.  The motion was seconded by Jaime McDonell and carried.  

Traffic and Parking
· Fifteen foot truck has been parking illegally on Harcourt.  Don Ford has called Bylaw a few times.  John Blatherwick suggested that a few pictures be taken and submitted 
· Employees of Honda and Metro dealerships are continuing to park on Compton, Allison and New Orchard.  WCA would like parking control to enforce the bylaw;
· WCA to conduct a spring radar survey in mid-May.  John will call City re: radar gun;
· WCA intends to conduct an origin-destination survey as well.  Thirteen intersections to be surveyed before the end of June.  Mr. Taylor, candidate for Bay Ward councillor has volunteered to give a hand.  Will include a request for volunteers in the spring flyer.

Hard Services
· No report this month.

Community Security and Communications
WCA Website
· Kevin Lit paid for the renewal of the association’s domain;
· Barb and Dave O’Connor made six sandwich boards for the WCA;
· Barb O’Connor indicated that the community garage sale would be advertised on Kijiji, Craig’s List and possibly EMC;
· Barb O’Connor mentioned that she had spoken with the Deacon of the Presbyterian Church regarding the possibility of holding certain community events at the church.  Barb asked the members for ideas of possible events;
· WCA would like to conduct a community e-mail drive in advance of the next AGM meeting; 
· It was suggested that a brochure/leaflet concerning the WCA be prepared and circulated.

Recreation and Environment/Ward Advisory

· WCA members noted that BBQ and park clean-up was a success;
· WCA would like to have a community notice board in the New Orchard Park.  Kevin Baker to contact Councillor Cullen for information on arranging for such a board.

Zoning and Development
· John Blatherwick reminded members that residents have an opportunity to express their views regarding the development of Lansdowne Park until May 21, 2010;
· John Blatherwick provided a debrief of the hearing of the Committee of Adjustment regarding the proposed development of 2290 Lawn Avenue.  The committee indicated that while the requested variance was minor the proposed development did not fit the neighbourhood. Gallivan Construction will have 20 days to file an appeal with OMB;
· John Blatherwick provided an update with regard to Fairlawn Plaza.  LCBO will not be moving into the mall as the rent is too steep - $650 per square foot.  Sportchek and Canada Trust will be moving in while it appears that the likelihood of a Swiss Chalet on the property is slim.  Shoppers Drugmart will be opening next month.

Mr. Trottier, a resident of Woodpark provided the association with a presentation concerning a possible bike route through the neighbourhood.  He suggested that the most suitable route would be Lawn Avenue as it provided a direct route from the Parkway to Carlingwood Shopping Centre.  Mr. Trottier outlined the benefits to the neighbourhood, which included traffic calming, increased safety for cyclists and pedestrians.  Further information regarding cycling in the city can be found at the Citizens for Safe Cycling’s website (http://www.safecycling.ca/).  John Blatherwick requested that an electronic copy of the presentation be provided so that WCA could include it on their website.


Don Ford moved to adjourn meeting.  Next Meeting will be held in June 16, 2010 at 7:00 pm.
