Summary of Proceedings/Discussions

John Blatherwick called the meeting to order.

Steve Hopwood moved that the proposed Agenda as amended be accepted and Kevin Baker seconded.  The Agenda was accepted.

Kevin Baker, seconded by Steve Hopwood, moved that the Minutes for the WCA meeting of 23 June 2010 be accepted.  The motion passed.  It was noted that Fairlawn plaza is still under construction.

Larry Ladell, seconded by Ken Winges, moved that the Minutes of the WCA meeting of 15 September 2010 be accepted. The motion passed.

Business Arising Out of the Minutes of 15 September 2010.

It was noted that the revised development plan for 2290 Lawn Avenue was approved by the OMB on 30 September 2010.  The revised plan includes the construction of a double semi-detached and a single dwelling on the property.  The Committee released its decision with written reasons to follow.  Ken Winges, seconded by Larry Ladell, moved that WCA donate $100 to Mr. Mackenzie to help defray his legal costs in pursuing matters with Gallivan Construction.  The motion passed.  It was also decided to solicit further donations at the WCA AGM.

Committee Reports:
Treasurer’s Report

· Due to the absence of Don Ford, a report was deferred.  WCA’s current balance is approximately $600.  

· It was moved by Greg Lavigne, seconded by Ken Winges that WCA contribute approximately $95 for its share of the cost for the All Candidates meeting of 6 October 2010 for the Ward.  The motion passed.

Traffic and Parking

· John Blatherwick reported on a Transportation Management Implementation Plan Open House which he attended.  He observed that there were plans to put sidewalks on Edgeworth, Woodland and Lawn Avenues.  He noted that this would require existing ditches to be moved as there are no storm sewers on these streets.  As well as impacting perceived property boundaries, this may result in trees being threatened along the right of way.  John noted that a community response was requested  by 28 October 2010.  WCA was not likely to be able to meet this deadline so John undertook to contact the City planner and invite him to a future WCA meeting.  In the meantime he would provide the planner with a copy of the Wise Report as a reference

Hard Services

· In Sandra Thompson’s absence it was decided to defer discussion of the problem with ditches on Richardson Avenue. 

Community Security 

· In view of a recent mugging in the neighbourhood near NCC property, Steve Hopwood undertook to obtain a copy of the police report to forward to the NCC.  The lack of adequate lighting and the poor condition of pathways were noted.  It was felt that local condominium associations might share our concerns.  It was decided to discuss the possibility of initiating a Neighbourhood Watch Program in the newsletter and at the upcoming AGM. 

Communications

· Barb O’Connor proposed to prepare the WCA newsletter for distribution by the end of October.  Input was requested as soon as possible to accommodate the tight schedule. 

Recreation and Environment/Ward Advisory
· The new play structure was now installed in New Orchard Park.  Discussion of an appropriate way to inaugurate the facility followed.  Greg Lavigne indicated that he may undertake some unofficial celebration.

Zoning and Development

· The owner of 348 Woodroffe Ave. has applied for rezoning of the property.  Comments are due by 5 November 2010.  Generally WCA does not support the proposal, however, it was considered that WCA could support commercial zoning of the property on a C-1 Exception basis.

· Development at 506 Richardson Ave. calls for 3-4 parking space at the rear of the property.  It was noted that there may be an illegal basement suite.  There was concern about commercial development in a residential zone.

· The YMCA will be vacating their property in September 2012.  There was concern about St. Martins Church also closing.  There was general disappointment about the loss of an opportunity to develop a multi-use community facility.  Future developments at Lincoln Fields may yet provide an opportunity for such a facility.

New Business

· The need for Directors and Officers insurance was discussed.  John Blatherwick and Ken Winges undertook to get a quotation for such a policy.  Barb O’Connor was to look into coverage for park programs.

· Our guest, Tom Marcantonio, spoke about his interest in encouraging community gardens.  He indicated a willingness to stand at the AGM for a new position on the Board of Food Production Coordinator. Tom Marcantonio undertook to send a proposal to this effect to the Board.

Greg Lavigne, seconded by Ken Winges, moved to adjourn the meeting.  The next meeting will be the AGM to be held in the library in November 2010.
