	Summary of Proceedings/Discussions
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[bookmark: 9]John Blatherwick called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm.

Mr. Mackenzie provided the Association with an update on the OMB appeal concerning 2290 Lawn Avenue.  He advised the WCA that Gallivan Construction has a new proposal for the site.  The developer is now proposing three units on the property (a single dwelling and a double).  Mr. Mackenzie provided a copy of the developer’s plan for the members review.  John Blatherwick indicated that he had asked Mr. Chown for a copy of the plan with full scale elevations but was refused.

Mr. Mackenzie advised the WCA that all of the objections and issues that had been raised have been addressed.  Gallivan Construction will still require variances but the distances between properties have been increase from four feet to eight feet.  As well the look/appearance of the homes has been changed.  There is therefore a good chance that this proposal will be approved by the OMB.

If neighbours agree with the new proposal, a tightly written agreement/MOU should be prepared that sets out all the details.  This letter would be submitted to the Board.  Mr. Mackenzie will advise the WCA of the neighbours’ decision.

John Blatherwick to look into whether the OMB has the authority to rule on the revised plan or whether this new proposal must be submitted to the Committee of Adjustment.

The agenda for this evening’s meeting was reviewed and amended.  Ken Winges moved to approve the agenda as amended.  The motion seconded by Steve Hopwood was carried.

WCA reviewed the minutes of the May 26th.  Kevin Baker moved to accept the May minutes and Jamie McDonell seconded the motion.   

Review of minutes from June meeting was deferred.

Committee Reports:

Treasurer’s Report
· Don Ford advised that the WCA’s current balance in WCA account is $610.52.

Traffic and Parking
· With respect to O/D survey John Blatherwick suggested that it be delayed until next Spring as construction will continue until November;
· John Blatherwick noted that it took over a month for a response after asking Councillor Cullen for assistance in addressing the illegal left hand turns on Richmond Road;
· John Blatherwick advised the WCA that the radar gun will be available in two weeks.  Members should contact John if they would like to survey their street.

Hard Services
· Sandra Thompson stated that she was informed that neighbours on Richardson had problems with water in the culverts. Sandra to follow up to confirm whether the residents had contacted the city.

Community Security 
Nothing to report this month.

Communications
· Barb O’Connor indicated that WCA needed to address the fall newsletter at next month’s meeting as this would be delivered just before the AGM.  The flyer should:
· highlight the website
· call for volunteers
· provide a status regarding the proposed development on Lawn Avenue
· advise residents of Byron and Edgeworth the need to renew their parking permits;
· Barb O’Connor suggested that when delivering the fall flyers that the Association undertake a mailing list (e-mail) blitz
· It was agreed that we should aim to have the monthly meeting agenda posted a week in advance of the meeting; 

Recreation and Environment/Ward Advisory

· Kevin Baker spoke with three deacons of the Presbyterian Church in late June.  They have asked for specific ideas regarding the use of their facilities.  The deacons once again indicated that proof of insurance is a prerequisite;
· The play structure for New Orchard Park is scheduled to be installed in early October.

Zoning and Development
· WCA to prepare a letter in support of the residents for the OMB hearing;
· Dr. Lokhat has applied for rezoning of his property to allow for the continued operation of his clinic on Woodroffe Avenue.  WCA will be advised when the item will be addressed at committee.  John Blatherwick noted that if the rezoning is approved Dr. Lokhat will have to pay commercial taxes;
· WCA discussed the sale of the bungalow at 508 Edgeworth.  While no applications have been filed with the city John was informed by residents that the new owner wants to build 6-8 units on this property.

New Business
· John Blatherwick asked members to let him know who intends to return to the Association this term;
· WCA has agreed to share the cost of the upcoming all-candidates meeting that has been organized by the WCA and neighbouring associations.
